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There is a lot to look out for when raising healthy kids and sometimes behavior is an indicator of

something more serious. Depression is one of the more common disorders that effects people of all ages. Al
demonstrating these traits does not necessarily mean someone is depressed, it is important to look out for
persistent behaviors like poor performance at school, withdrawal from peers, lack of enthusiasm or energy, o
changes in sleeping or eating patterns. These characteristics are more likely to link to depression if they con
for more than two weeks. Young people with depression may have difficulty coping with everyday activities al
responsibilities and when mood swings and changes in behavior occur and interfere with daily life, it may be
indication that the child needs some help from a caring adult! Encouraging the child to make new friends and
i nteract with peers wil/ pr omot estder. Rdrticibation in spbris,t i o
hobbies, or other social activities also promotes healthy living. Finally, always leave the door open for conver
I when a child knows he or she has a trusted adult to come to for help and support, much of the pressure of
growing up can be relieved!
